ARTICLES

1. A one page article must not exceed a word count of 200 words. 4-6 HIGH RES photos must be sent separately, as attachments. 

2. A 2 page article must not exceed a word count of more than 400 words. 6-8 HIG RES photos must be sent separately, as attachments. 

3. Credit to those who contributed to the article, including photographers must be given. 

4. Racism, profanity, nudity or any defamatory remarks towards a person or place will not be tolerated.

PHOTOS

1. Your photos should be uncluttered. I.e. no people, trees, cars, power lines in the background unless its scenery shot as a backdrop to your bike/group photo. 

2. Riders MUST wear regulation protective gear on your photos. NO P-pot helmets! 

3. Photo’s with riders having a beer in their hands at a stop, will not be published. 

4. Any photo, depicting un-safe riding i.e. one or both hands off the handle bars for example, will not be published.

All this makes publishing easier and gives you all a clearer picture as to what is required from the get-go. Please note that article lengths are short - and I appreciate that writing a short, punchy and interesting article is more difficult than writing a long one! HOG Africa retains the right to crop and adjust photographs, or edit articles at it's sole discretion.
